 Sgt. Hosier, 23rd Indiana State Policeman killed in the line of duty, was a World War II 
Navy vetran.  He had been a Logansport city policeman five years when he joined the state police 
in 1955.  He continued to live in Logansport with his wife and three children. 
 The seargeant was the second state policeman shot to death in Indiana this year.  State 
Trooper John STREU, also of Logansport, and Town Marshal James LARIMER, 60, of St. John, 
were slain in that small Lake County town Feb. 20.  Trooper Pete POPPLEWELL, 29, was 
wounded.

 Conductor Frank HOLMES and Engineer Norman CONKLE, both of Huntington, said 
they saw the truck on the tracks and that the train whistle was sounded repeatedly, but the train 
could not be stopped before hitting the truck. 
 There are no flasher ligits or barricade at the crossing, but it is marked by wooden cross-
arms. 
 The accident was the first fatal one in Rochester since Jan. 16, 1968,when N. O. 
NELSON, 74, 628 Madison street, was injured fatally when he was hit by a car as he was walking 
across East Ninth street just west of Franklin avenue. 
 It was the first fatal accident in Rochester involving a train since Feb. 6, 1962, when 
Kenneth W. HATHAWAY, 40, 129 Clayton street, was killed as his car was hit by an E-L 
passenger train at the Clayton street crossing. 
 Howard was the seventh person to die in a traffic accident in Fulton county this year.  
Last year’s road death toll was five.

 The year 1971, less than half over, has become the most deadly on Fulton county roads 
since 1964 with the death this morning in a motorcycle crash of Buril DAMRON, 21, 1619 
Indiana avenue, Rochester. 
 It was the second fatal traffic accident in the county in less than 72 hours and was the 
10th of the year, putting 1971 into a tie for the second worst traffic death year in the county’s 
history. 
 The time of the accident has not been established.  The Fulton county sheriff’s office was 
notified of the crash at 2:30 a.m. today. 
 Damron, a passenger on a 1969 Harley-Davidson motorcycle driven by John J. 
BRUBAKER, 19, R.R. 3, died of a ruptured aorta artery, according to Dr. Wayne KNOCHEL, 
Fulton county coroner. 
 Damron was a private in the Army who was listed as Away Without Leave from Fort 
Polk, Va., according to the Peru state police post. 
 Brubaker suffered a broken right arm, injured right shoulder and back, and lacerations on 
his left arm and thumb.  He was taken to Woodlawn hospital and then transferred to South Bend 
Memorial hospital, where he was listd in “good” condition this morning. 
 The accident occurred on the Old Fort Wayne Road 3 1/2 miles east of Rochester, two-
tenths of a mile east of County Road 450 East. 
 State Trooper Earl McCULLOUGH and Deputy Sheriff Earl VANCE, the investigating 
officers, said Brubaker was going east at about 55 mph when he failed to negotiate a slight curve 
in the road.  The ‘cycle left the road on the north side, went 60 feet and hit a utility pole.  It 
traveled another 18 feet before coming to a stop. 
 The officers said that Brubaker told them the following: 
 Brubaker was going about 55 mph when Damron tried to get him to go faster.  When 
Brubaker refused, Damron reached around him and took hold of the throttle of the motorcycle.  
Brubaker tried to shove Damron’s hand off the throttle and in doing so he lost control of the 
vehicle and it went off the road. 
 The 10 traffic fatality deaths this year ties 1971 and 1964 for second place in number of 
such deaths in Fulton county.  However, the death pace this year is far ahead of 1964, because at  



 

 

this time of year in 1964, there had been only two deaths. 
 A triple-fatality crash, followed by two double-death accidents, shot the 1964 total to 
nine by July 27 and a 10th death occurred on Oct. 11. 
 Fulton county’s worst year for traffic fatalities was 1963 when 12 persons were killed, 
three in one accident and the other nine in separate crashes.  All of this year’s fatalities have been 
in different accidents.  Thus, 1971 has tied 1963 for number of fatal crashes, although it is two 
behind in number of persons killed.

 September was only 18 1/2 hours old Wednesday when 1971 became the worst year in 
Fulton county for traffic accident fatalities with the death of a Warren, O., man. 
 At 6:20 p.m. Willis P. MABRY, 46, died of a skull fracture, becoming the 13th person to 
be killed in a traffic accident in Fulton county this year. 
 Critically injured in the car-train collision near Delong were Elmo L. DRAKE, 32, 
Delong, and John A. DRAKE, 41, R.R. 2, Moorehead, Ky.  Elmo Drake suffered multiple 
lacertaions on his head and body.  John Drake sstained a fractured clavicle and multiple 
lacerations. 
 Both men were admitted to Woodlawn hospital, but the hospital refused to state their 
conditions.  Officers at the accident site said the men appeared to be critically hurt. 
 The worst previous year for traffic fatalities in Fulton county was 1963 when 12 persons 
lost their lives. 
 Mabry’s death also brought to 16 the number of persons who have been killed 
accidentally in Fulton county this year, putting 1971 second in this category.  In 1965, there were 
22 accidental deaths in the county.

P. SNIDER, 38, also of Huntington.  Investigating were State Trooper Earl McCULLOUGH and 
Deputy Sheriff Donald ROE.
