RUSSELL.

No charges were filed immediately and Wall was being held in the neihboring Howard
county jail. The Cass county facility is being remodeled.

The victims, found at two locations Wednesday night, were identified as Wall’s father,
John WALL, 54; his sister, Robin MUSSELMAN, 18; her son David Scott MUSSELMAN, Jr., 2;
another sister, Nancy SHANKS, 21, and her husband, Thomas J. SHANKS, Jr., 25.

Both Wall and his father worked for Beck’s Transfer, Inc., a moving company here. The
father was a dispatcher in charge of making assignments, and young Wall was a household goods
handler on a small truck, company owner Ronald BECK said.

Beck said he ad the elder Wall decided after young Wall failed to show up for work
Tuesday to suspend him for theee days, Wednesday through Friday.

“He (young Wall) was a little spotty,” Beck said. “We had some difficulties with his
reliability. We had had difficulties with him for the last two or three months. He was not taking
orders or carrying out his assignments.”

Beck said the elder Wall informed his son of the suspension. “I believe it was at home,
but I’ m not sure when he was told,” Beck said.

Investigators theorized that the Shankses were shot first. They were discovered at the
house trailer they shared with young Wall near L ogansport, police said.

The other victims were found by state police and Cass County sheriff’s deputies at the
elder Wall’ s frame house in the hamlet of Hoovers, four miles away from the trailer.

State Police Sgt. Fred BIGGS said al the victims died of multiple gunshot wounds.
