 A Marshall county grand jury has handed down three indictments concerning a body 
which was found in Fulton county in January, it was announced today at a press conference in the 
Marshall County Building, Plymouth. 
 The indictments name Larry D. PERKINS, 21, Plymouth; George REDMAN, 22, 
Bourbon, and Patrick L. WILLIAMS, 19, Plymouth, in connection with the death of Gregory 
Allen DREIBELIS, 19, R.R. 2, Plymouth, on or about April 24, 1979 in Marshall and Fulton 
counties. 
 Dreibelis’ body was found in Yellow creek in the northeast portion of Fulton county on 
Jan. 22 and Jan. 23, after an investigation by police. 
 On the first day of the search, police found a boot with the skeletal remains of a foot in it.  
On the second day of the search, the main part of the body was located in the creek ditch. 
 The remains were removed by Fulton County Coroner Junior GOOD, who then 
transported the remains to Indianapolis Wishard hospital where Dr. James BENZ, a forensic 
pathologist, was able to identify the body. 
 According to the indictments, handed down by the grand jury on Monday, the death of 
Dreibelis occurrd sometime on or about April 24, 1979 after he was beaten and struck with a 
bludgeon and then held under water. 
 Marshall County Prosecutor David HOLMES told reporters this morning that police 
learned about the possibility of a body being in the creek after an investigation.  He refused to 
specify the exact source of the information. 
 All three of the persons charged in connection with the death were indicted for murder, 
felony murder, armed robbery, conspiracy to commit armed robbery, confinement and battery.  A 
count of murder, asking for the death penalty, also was made by the grand jury. 
  



The count of murder, arrording to the indictment, states that the three accused persons killed the 
victim by striking and beating with a bludgeon and then holding the victim under water, causing 
death. 
 The count of felony murder states that the act of murder was committed while a felonious 
crime was being committed.  According to the indictment, Dreibelis was being robbed of $130 by 
the trio at the time of death. 
 A count of armed robbery was included in the indictments, showing that a pistol 
apparently was used during the robbery and that the victim was threatened with a bludgeon. 
 The fifth offense, confinement, occurred because the victim was held against his will in a 
motor vehicle and the accused persons refused to release him and were armed with a deadly 
weapon, according to the indictment. 
 Stating that the accused persons did knowingly agree with one another to commit the 
robbery and then did perpetrate the act of armed robbery, an indictment for conspiracy to commit 
armed robbery was made. 
 The count of battery stems from the striking and beating of the victim with a deadly 
weapon - bludgeon - done in a rude, insolent and angry manner, causing serious bodily injury, the 
indictments say. 
 The final indictment requests the death penalty. 
 Perkins already has been found guilty under a plea bargain agreement in Fulton circuit 
court in the death of Claude YARIAN, 60, Bourbon, last March.  Perkins is to be sentenced in 
court Friday morning. 
 Perkins also was indicted by the Marshall county grand jury for armed robbery, murder 
and felony murder in the death of Jesse HUBBARD, 54, Plymouth, on April 13, 1979. 
 Redman also was indicted in the death of Hubbard.  Redman is a prisoner in the 
Westville Corrections Center, serving a sentence from St. Joseph county for delivery of a 
controlled substance. 
 Patrick WILLIAMS is held in the Kosciusko county jail on charges of robbery.  He is the 
brother of Larry WILLIAMS, 21, Plymouth, who has been charged in the shotgun slaying of 
Yarian. 
 Larry WILLIAMS was scheduled to go on trial in Fulton circuit court on Jan. 25, but the 
possibility of request of change of venue brought a continuance by Judge Douglas B. MORTON. 
 Arraignment for the three men accused in the indictments has not been scheduled but 
presumably will be sometime this week. 
 Police units involved in the investigation were Marshall county, Fulton county and 
Indiana state police with assistance provided by the Kosciusko county, Plymouth, Argos and 
Bourbon police departments.  State police from the South Bend post are heading the investigation.

Arthur Swango 
 One-armed stunt pilot Arthur SWANGO, 57, of Wabash, a native of Rochester, was 
killed Sunday afternoon when his home-made plane lost two wings in mid-air and crashed during 
an air show at Fort Wayne. 
 About 1,000 people were at Smith Field Airport just north of Fort Wayne during the final 
day of the week-long Three Rivers Festival when the two right wings of Swango’s single-engine 
experimental plane came off about 2 p.m. and the plane plunged to the ground about 1,000 feet 
from the airport. 
 Officials said that about 10 minutes after takeoff, Swango put his plane into a planned 
stall and dived sharply to the right, about 500 feet from the ground. 
 As Swango pulled out of the dive to gain airspeed, the wings came off and the plane 
nose-dived to the ground. 
 An airport official attributed the crash to a structural failure in the plane, a blue and white 
“Pit Special” that resembled a Cessna with an overhead wing. 
 Swango, who moved from Rochester to Wabash in 1958, was a veteran of air shows who 
was billed as a star of the all-day flight exhibition during the Three Rivers Festibsal. 
 He lost his right arm at the age of 11 in a train accident and this handicap plus a lack of 
money seemed insurmountable obstacles when he decided to learn to fly about 40 years ago. 
 But he worked 78 hours a week at a Peru restaurant, mowed lawns, washed airplanes and 
did odd jobs to pay for an hour a week of flying instructions. 
 At first, Swango flew with an iron rod attached to the throttle, in compliance with federal 
regulations concerning physically handicaped pilots. 
 But he said the rod was too confining and he learned to operate a plane without it.  He 
later convinced FAA inspectors to removed his medical restrictions. 
 “We called him ‘Mr. Impossible’,” said Jack BREWER, Swango’s close friend since 
boyhood.  “I believe he was the only one-armed man in the country to have a pilot’s license.” 
 Said Louis BOWMAN, president of the company which operates Smith Field:  “He flew 
better with one arm than most pilots can with two.  We’re sure going to miss him.  I don’t know of 
anyone who didn’t like him. 
 Swango was born Dec. 14, 1922 in Rochester to William and Florence SHAW 
SWANGO.  He resided 22 years in Wabash, moving there from Rochester.  He married Patricia 
BARTHOLOMEW Nov. 3, 1945; she preceded in death.  He was an employee of Ford Meter Box 
in Wabash.
