As a veteran, he 

knew BS when he saw it and called people out on it. He called his mom twice a week. He was generous, 

kind to animals and had a warped sense of humor. You might not have liked him, but you could rely on 

him. We would all be better for it if we were more like him. He will be missed.

Rochester businessman and entrepreneur, Mr. Emerson Wayne ENYART, 96 years, 2 months and 

17 days, was surrounded by his loving family when he passed away at 6:23 p.m.

Emmanuel V. MOLHO (“Manny”) passed away peacefully at his home on Oct. 25, 2019, at the 

age of 92.

Manny graduated from high school in 1944 and was immediately drafted to serve in the Pacific 

theater during World War II. He served in a Missouri regiment in both the Philippines and what is now 

North Korea. His service in Korea forged a lifetime affection for the Korean people. Manny faithfully 

wrote to his mother every day during his service. He would later be her primary caregiver when she died 

of breast cancer. He rose to the rank of staff sergeant in the U.S. Army as a result of his ability. He was 

deeply proud of his service to the nation and was honorably discharged in 1946. 

He was proud of the “A” 

he earned in Professor Oscar Janowsky’s course in history – a rare accomplishment “before grade 

inflation” as he liked to say.
